About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language in the context of weather, climate, house and home in France and French-speaking countries. They develop their writing by responding to prompts and by drawing on existing knowledge of language from the rest of the course. Quality of writing is enhanced by strategies for checking. Students learn to become increasingly independent in their organization of vocabulary and in their ability to understand the spoken and written word. The unit provides opportunities to use a wider range of verbs and to give the same piece of information in different ways. A strong focus on pronunciation is maintained via work on making liaisons and using correct intonation.
