About this unit: In this unit students work in the context of places in town and the main tourist attractions of Paris. They learn some new vocabulary for places in town as well as revising words they already know; they also learn how to understand and give directions, which revises the imperative. Progress continues to be made on different tenses: the unit practises the perfect tense, the imperfect (c’etait + adjective), the future (aller + infinitive) and the present tense, and also provides opportunities for students to use a variety of tenses together within the same piece of work. There is a strong focus on dictionary skills, and students receive step-by-step guidance on how to improve their written work, including checking for errors. Pronunciation skills are further developed through work on the French r sound.
