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The Author’s comments on the early covers

I do like the illustration very much: the wood’s just right – just as it really is – and I like the way Tom’s looking away from us. I’m not quite sure about the pointy ears, though: I think if he’d had them then Joe would have commented on them. But still, that’s quite a minor thing, as is the fact that Tom might look just a little bit clean and fed. I imagined him as being the real McBeal… but it’s basically great: tremendous.

I think the cover copy’s great, too: hugely intriguing. And I’m very flattered!

But I’m not at all sure about the title writing… it’s very obviously aspirational-fifties style font, isn’t it, which is practically always used for comic effect nowadays. And the huge silver scrawl across the illustration is very extrovert and extravagant, which doesn’t reflect the extremely tense and introverted character of the book… and it overwhelms rather, I think, the dark and delicate illustration.

I realise the font is used throughout the text, so it might be undesirable to change it, but perhaps it would be possible to make the title smaller, and to place the letters horizontally: the upwards slant makes the title seem like and exhortation, which of course doesn’t make sense in terms of the book, and it also induces the ghost of a missing exclamation mark.

American copy-editing notes

The American edition had some changes made. This is a note to the author from the American editor.

American editor:

A small, but I feel important point about setting the scene: Though there are several indications early in the book that the season Is winter, and that the weather is cold, 
(p.2 with the “sickly winter grass”, p.3 with the “winter-thin” chaffinch, and on p.5 “The frost creaked”), some how this wasn’t enough for me on my first or second reading. I kept being surprised that it was winter. I think this distraction could be more completely avoided if just a few more hints were added in those first pages. For instance, perhaps the frost creaks when the “demons” approach, or their breath shows white, or you could mention “winter-brown leaves” or some such. Small, additional reminders would also help throughout the book, particularly when Tom is hiding in the shed. Even just five additional clues would help enormously – it seems so important that indoors, the demons world, is warm, while outdoors, the Tribe’s world is cold.

How interesting! I suspect the trouble with the weather is that in England cold and unpleasant is pretty much the default option. Here are a few more cold bits to reinforce the wintriness of everything.

Book reviews

Tom’s comparatively poor vision and hearing have made him a danger to his Tribe, who begin to hunt him down. An outcast from his own people, he leaves the forest and flees to the nearby city, where loutish demons pursue him and a well-meaning female demon imprisons him. As the story unfolds, Tom’s point of view is interspersed increasingly with that of Anna, Joe, and Edie, demons who attempt help him as best they can, though he does not perceive their actions in that light. Originally published in England as Cold Tom, this unusual novel creates a strong sense of “otherness” between two cultures and markedly different points of view on the same events. Readers may even experience a shock revelation when the first recognize the familiar described from an alien viewpoint. With a bracing, involving story and satisfying ending, this first novel will intrigue readers who like stories set at the intersection of fantasy and reality.
