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First recorded by the Dave Brubeck Quartet (the composer was the group’s saxophonist), this tune rapidly
became a jazz standard and is now performed in many different styles. In this arrangement, the catchy melody
is shared between the hands, and the middle notes of the triplets may be omitted (leaving a pair of quavers) if
desired.
