Set in war-torn Afghanistan, this is the 
compelling story of the strength and courage 
of 11 year-old Parvana. When her father is 
taken by the Taliban she is forced to disguise 
herself as a boy and take on the role of family 
breadwinner.

This thought-provoking tale naturally extends 
the issues central to Unit 7, such as the 
meaning of peace, belief in war and whether 
we will ever achieve peace on Earth.
