EDUCATION
The aim of this project is to provide a serious, well thought out answer to the challenge posed by education in today’s society. The aim is to elicit and extract intrinsic values from the pupil, which means a more child-centred approach in the classroom, concentrating not only on teaching the course content, but also stimulating the child in order to achieve full development of the child’s personality. The idea is to personalise the learning process. This will involve everyone; teachers and learners, families, education administration, social means of communication and, in a direct way, the publishers of educational material. It also enhances teaching by presenting a methodology which puts the development of the whole child first, using systematic and scientific intervention that incorporates ideal methods and teacher guides.

From this perspective, the Oxford Education Primary Project is firmly rooted in the reality of the 21st century. Society should be integrated into the school framework using didactic contributions and teaching materials. The multi-cultural reality of society is projected onto the child. In terms of the person, the context provides potential for communication which should not leave the person in the background.

The basic aims of education are two sides of the same coin, because the development of the whole child means that it is just as important to attend to his/her personal growth as well as watch out for his/her social progress. In the first experience of education it is important to enhance the pupils’ knowledge and provide the necessary resources for them to function autonomously, allowing them to create a personal project. From a social point of view, facilitating the interaction of the child with his/her surroundings is fundamental, given that this allows them to adapt and to take part in their own transformation.

Primary education has a special importance as it is at this stage when the foundations are laid for the future development of the individual. For this reason, the Oxford Primary Education Project provides a programme in which the objectives have been planned coherently and stimulating and dynamic classroom activities have been developed. As well as this, an integrative methodology is presented, and there is a fully detailed plan of the process of skills acquisition of the child. This means that each classroom activity has been designed with a specific educational aim. 

In this way, the individual potential of each pupil is allowed to flourish, and, at the same time, the social development of the group is guaranted.

The main objectives of the educational materials contained in the Oxford Primary Education Project are to:

1. Develop the personality and abilities of the pupils.

2. Encourage respect for human rights and basic liberties.

3. Encourage respect for cultural identity and cultures that are different.

4. Educate and train pupils so that they assume a responsible life in a free society, in a spirit of understanding, peace, tolerance, sex equality and friendship between peoples, ethnic groups, nationalities and people with different religious beliefs.

These objectives are the main focus of the educational materials. They are designed to assist in the development of the person as a whole. This is a project that requires an approach which the child learns, through discovery, universal knowledge and values.

The discovery takes place within the classroom with peers and with responsible adults in an atmosphere of respect and tolerance. Appropriate educational materials, activities and tasks for each age group also play an important role.

The materials that make up the Oxford Primary Education Project consist of three types:

· Activity Book

PUPIL’S MATERIALS

Pupil’s Book. Structure

The teaching materials for the Oxford Education project First Cycle of Primary Education (for the pupil, the teacher and the classroom) are organised in didactic units. The pupil’s book consists of fifteen didactic units.

The didactic unit is the structure in which the programme of work sessions is presented and where the way to use the different teaching materials is laid out. Each unit is developed around a topic which is used to link the different content areas.

To make it easy to use, the content is grouped into different sections, each section with its own specific focus.

The content sections guide the classroom activities towards the achievement of objectives, which have been set. They suggest a particular way of dealing with the strategies being applied. They also correspond closely to the workbooks and the teacher’s book.

The didactic unit of the Social and Natural Sciences material is presented in the following sections:

· Motivating poster.

· Content pages.

· Playing with Science.

· My World.

· Review.

As well as the didactic units, the pupil’s book includes:

· Wordlist.

· Cut outs for doing the activities in the didactic units.

ACTIVITY BOOK

The work done in the didactic units is complemented by a 40 pages pupil’s Activity Book. The Activity Book contains complementary material designed to reinforce the main content of the pupil’s book. The workbook has exercises which go over the content and vocabulary of each unit.

MATERIALS FOR THE CLASSROOM

Posters

The classroom posters are a collection of 15 posters in a 100 x 70 cm format that contain three levels of information and widen the possibilities of group work. Each poster contains:

· The reproduction of the motivation page of the corresponding page of the pupil’s book with written words added to show the main vocabulary features.

· Three complementary photographs whose objective is to show the pupils other aspects of the theme or other themes related to the illustration.

· A simple diagram with the title ‘Look! a …!’ presenting different instruments, machines or tools related to one of the themes from the didactic unit.

Besides being useful for motivating the pupils, the posters are designed to be used as an active classroom instrument. They can be used in a number of ways such as discovering how much knowledge the pupils have of a particular theme, the presentation of the unit’s vocabulary, the development of critical thinking and the presentation of technical products from everyday life, etc.

Present vocabulary using the poster

It is important to give pupils a chance to HEAR the target vocabulary plenty of times before they are expected to produce it. Each unit has a poster which is used to motivate the pupils and to present new vocabulary. Here are some steps to follow:

· Point to an object in the poster. Say ‘look a …!’ Do this with the target language several times. This repetition is important.

· Check if pupils have understood. Point to an object in the poster and ask ‘look! is it a …?’ Pupils answer ‘yes’ or ‘no’. Vary the questions so that some answers are yes and some no.

· Get pupils to produce the vocabulary. Point to an object in the poster and ask ‘Look! Is it a … or a …?’ Pupils provide the correct answer.

· Finally, point to an object in the poster and ask ‘What’s this?’ or ‘What are these?’ Pupils say the words.

Revise vocabulary using the poster

The posters provide teachers with an excellent resource for revising the unit’s vocabulary. They can be used to play games that are fun for the pupils and simple for the teacher to set up.

· Memory game: Pupils memorise the contents of a poster and then the poster is removed. Pupils have to remember the objects. This can be played in teams or individually, written or orally.

· Noughts and Crosses: Draw a noughts and crosses grid on the blackboard and divide the class into two teams. Teams win a square when they answer a question correctly about the poster.

· Go and touch: This is a TPR game (TPR, Total Physical response. The teacher says something in English and pupils listen and respond non-verbally: jump, point, turn around, etc.). Give pupils instructions (individually or in teams) such as ‘go and touch the …’. Points are awarded if the pupil touches the correct object.

· Miming: Point to an object in the poster so that only one pupil can see it. This pupil then mimes the object for the rest of the class to guess what it is. This can also be played with two pupils (from two teams), miming the object.

· Guessing game. Cover the poster with pieces of paper. Number each sheet. Ask pupils to choose a sheet and to guess what is underneath. Pupils guess. Remove the sheet and see if they were right.

Present vocabulary using pictures and gestures

As well as the poster, we can use pictures (drawings on the board, pictures cut from magazines, etc.) or mime to teach new vocabulary. The principle is the same as with the posters. First get pupils to listen while you point to a picture or make a miming gesture, then check they understand, then get pupils to produce the words.

MATERIALS FOR THE TEACHER

Teacher’s Book

The teacher’s book, designed to support the teaching activity, contains indications and instructions for working with the materials that are organised in the same way as the sequences presented in the pupil’s book. The structure of the teacher’s book corresponds to that of the pupil’s book and each of the units contains the following elements:

· Contextual presentation of the unit and a list of the teaching resources that can be used during its development.

· Programme of objectives, contents and evaluation criteria.

· Suggestions for the teaching development of the Pupil’s Book. The pages of the pupil’s book are reproduced on the pages of the teacher’s book, together with the objectives, the vocabulary, the lesson plan, suggested extra activities,  a list of extra materials necessary for each section and useful teacher language.

Development of the English adaptation of the Teacher’s Book

The pupils using the English adaptation of this course are being taught Science through the medium of English. The children will learn simple phrases and vocabulary based around the topics in each unit. Priority is given to LISTENING in the first year or Primary education. 

The role of the teacher is very important as he/she is the model for the pupils to follow. It is important that pupils get used to hearing English spoken in the classroom as soon as possible. They will be exposed to English in a number of different ways. On the one hand pupils will be listening to information about natural sciences while learning about the content of the course. Then they will be actively learning the vocabulary that they will need in order to be able to do the classroom activities. They will also be listening to the teacher’s instructions when they are doing simple classroom activities like colouring, making things, conducting experiments, etc. Songs, rhymes, chants, raps, TPR activities, (TPR, Total Physical response. The teacher says something in English and pupils listen and respond non-verbally: (jump, point, turn around, etc.), team games, etc., provide pupils with further language input and simple texts in the pupil’s book and on the posters will give pupils opportunities to read English.

Classroom routines are important for learners of this age as they are starting to get used to belonging to a new social group - their class. Teachers will incorporate English into the daily routines of the classroom so that pupils have an extra valuable source of language while, at the same time, helping the children to adapt to their new roles as pupils and classmates. There are suggested routines for starting and finishing the lesson, singing a song, playing a game, colouring, craft work and doing experiments.

The Teacher’s book contains ideas and tips for introducing classroom routines as well as ideas for presenting and practising new vocabulary using the posters, other pictures and drawings, mime and gesture. 

Language for teachers

It is important for pupils to hear as much English as possible in the classroom. They will learn the target vocabulary but they will also learn to understand classroom instructions and comments that the teacher makes throughout the lesson. This is why teachers should use as many different expressions as possible. 

· Ways of praising: very good, well done, that’s brilliant, fantastic, wonderful, yes, that’s right, good work, nice drawing, not bad, excellent, marvellous, super, fabulous.

· Language for routines:

· (B) Language for using books: Take out your books, open your books at/to page …, turn to page …, close your books, put your books away.

· (G) Language for games: we need two teams, we’re going to play a game, think of a name for your team, it’s your turn next, are you ready? whose turn is it? how many points have you got?

· (Z) Language for finishing the class: it’s time to finish, put your things away, everybody stand up quietly, make a line by the door, bye bye, goodbye, see you soon, see you on …, have a nice afternoon/weekend, don’t forget your bags/coats, put your coats on, is your table clean and tidy?

· Language for classroom management: Sit down, stand up, stand in a line, make a line, everybody be quiet, put your hands up, look this way, look at the board, close your eyes, open your eyes, pick up the rubbish, put it in the bin, stop talking, listen carefully, pay attention.

(S) Songs, rhymes, chants, etc.

Children are quick to learn songs, rhymes and chants and so they provide us with an excellent opportunity for further language practice. Follow these steps for teaching a song. Rhymes and chants can be taught in the same way.

· Sing the song (or say the chant or rhyme) and get the pupils to listen.

· Sing again and get pupils to clap to the rhythm, or tap their desks.

· Sing the song again and get pupils to join in with the chorus.

· Sing the song again and get pupils to join in with any bits they know and to hum

· the other bits.

· Sing the song all together.

Get pupils to sing the song without you or with minimal help from you.

Language to start learning a new song: OK, let’s learn a new song, let’s sing/chant/say a rhyme, listen carefully, do you like it? Everybody join in, clap your hands, sing along, repeat after me.

Teacher’s CD

The Teacher’s CD is aimed at teachers who are not native speakers of English and who might need help when it comes to providing authentic models for their pupils. This CD is not intended primarily for use in the classroom, although certain sections can be used in lessons if the teacher chooses. The CD includes four important elements:

· The vocabulary of the unit.

· The language on each page of the pupil’s book.

· The teacher instructions.

· Songs, rhymes and chants from the pupil’s book.

Each section gives clear pronunciation examples of the language needed to conduct the class. Teachers can listen to the CD as many times as necessary before each lesson so that they are prepared to give their pupils the best model of English that they are able to. 

The songs, rhymes and chants recorded on this CD will help teachers who do not wish to sing themselves. They can also be used to teach songs, revise language and provide.

Educational PROJECT

The educational project contains the development of the theoretical elements that form the Oxford Education Primary Project for First Cycle. Furthermore, it helps to centre in the task of creating an educational project in which each centre has to develop an official curriculum through didactic programmes that are adequate for the characteristics of the pupils.

The educational project contains:

· The psycho-pedagogical characteristics of the pupils at this level of education.

· The methodology.

· The teaching programme for the first cycle of Primary Education.
