	About Unit 3, Toujours plus loin! Students work in the context of holidays and travel: they describe past holidays and outings, and find out about the history of space travel and space tourism. They learn how to form the perfect tense with être (including agreement of the past participle and reflexive verbs), revise à/en/au/aux + destinations, extend their range of opinion adjectives (e.g. impressionnant, inoubliable, surprenant) and use adverbs (très, vraiment, extrêmement) to add interest and emphasis to their writing and speaking. The unit also provides tips on reading, dictionary use and mnemonics.
