	About Unit 5, Jeunes champions: Working in the context of sport and healthy lifestyle, students learn parts of the body and how to say what is wrong with them, talk about the sports they do and their daily routine, and find out about some French sports champions. Grammar coverage includes negatives (ne … pas/rien/jamais/personne), jouer à and faire de + sports, reflexive verbs and noun plurals. Students are encouraged to use expressions of time and frequency to help them produce longer, more interesting responses, and there is an opportunity to recycle aller + infinitive (taught in Clic! 1) in the context of healthy resolutions for the future. The unit also provides a summary of different ways to ask questions, as well as tips on non-literal translations and where to look for help with learning French.
