Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 1, Bienvenue à Paris! In this unit and the Départ unit, students are introduced to the three recurring characters who feature in the video clips throughout Clic! 2: Joe, an English boy visiting Paris, his French penfriend Max, and Nina, one of Max’s friends. In Unit 1, Max shows Joe around his local neighbourhood: students learn vocabulary for shops and other places in town, use prepositions to describe location, ask for and give directions, and discuss transport. They also learn how to respond appropriately in different social situations. The main grammar points taught are the present tense, including regular and irregular verbs, modal verbs, and the imperative. The unit also provides dictionary tips, advice on how to keep a record of new language, and coping strategies to help with speaking.

	Watch video clip on the Montorgueil area of Paris and identify differences between a French and British high street. Consider how and why town centres have changed over time, e.g. out-of-town supermarkets versus locally produced food/local suppliers (SB pp. 12–13).
Consider reasons for popularity of the vélib’ bike hire service in Paris, e.g. environmentally friendly (SB p. 17). 
	

	IU 3.2: Recognising different ways of seeing the world
	Consider table manners in different countries/cultures (SB p. 119). Compare French and British proverbs and idioms (SB p. 23).
	

	KAL 4.1: Letters and sounds
	Silent verb endings, e.g. -ent is pronounced in the adjective content but is silent in the third person singular of the present tense (parlent, aiment, etc.) (SB p. 24 Bien parler).
	

	KAL 4.3: Gender, number and other inflections
	Subject–verb agreement in the present tense (SB pp. 15, 17, 20–22).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Present tense verbs, including modals (SB pp. 15, 17, 20–22). The imperative (SB p. 18).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Patterns in present tense endings (SB pp. 15, 17, 20–22).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorising
	Different ways to keep a record of new language to make it easier to learn, e.g. word web, colour-coding (WB p. 19 ex. 1). Discuss ways to learn by heart (SB p. 18 ex. 2a).
	

	LLS 5.5: Using reference materials
	Check verb endings in the Grammar section (SB p. 15 ex. 6, p. 17, pp. 20–22). Tips on using a bilingual dictionary (SB p. 21 Bien apprendre).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	The podcast provides an opportunity to discuss how to plan and prepare for an extended piece of work (SB p. 24, TRB p. 39).
	

	LLS 5.8: Evaluating and improving
	The Checklist/Je sais page (WB p. 18, CM 2) provides an opportunity for students to review what they’ve learned and reflect on areas for improvement: see TRB pp. 49–50 notes on the Checklist.
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
