Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 2, Héros, héroïnes: The scene for this unit is set by a visit to the Musée Grévin, a waxworks museum in Paris: students refresh their knowledge of adjectives (agreement and position) in descriptions of famous people, using linking words and relative clauses to build more complex sentences. The main grammar focus is the perfect tense with auxiliary avoir, including negatives and questions in the perfect tense: students relate a past weekend’s activities, talk about the achievements of famous people they admire, and find out about the role of the French Resistance during the Second World War. The unit also provides tips on reading, speaking and how to cope with high numbers in listening activities.
