Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 4, Planète mode! Students work in the context of clothes and fashion: they describe clothes in terms of colour, style and their favourite look, talk about childhood crazes, and learn some shopping language. The main grammar focus of the unit is gender, including its effect on nouns, adjectives, determiners, past participles, pronouns and the prepositions à and de. Work on tenses continues with an introduction to the imperfect tense. The unit also provides tips on note-taking when listening and adapting a written text.

	Compare childhood crazes and fashions of today/the past, in France and the UK (SB pp. 72–73, 76). Find out about the life of Malamine Koné (SB p. 125).

	Compare own views on fashion and own childhood experiences with those of French teenagers (SB pp. 68–69, 72–73, 76, 78, 124).

	Gender and its effect on other words (SB p. 66 ex. 2, p. 67 ex. 6, pp. 74–75). Possessive adjectives (SB p. 68). Object pronouns (SB p. 71).

	Ce que (p. 69 ex. 6). Word order with object pronouns (SB p. 71).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	The imperfect tense (SB pp. 72–73). Modal verbs in the context of shopping (SB p. 70).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Imperfect tense (SB p. 73). Masculine/Feminine endings (SB p. 66 ex. 2, pp. 74–75). Use knowledge of grammar patterns to work out the gender of nouns (SB p. 76).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorising
	Sort language into categories to make it easier to learn (SB p. 66 ex. 2 & Défi!).
	

	LLS 5.6: Reading aloud
	Read aloud/Perform shopping dialogues (SB pp. 70–71, TRB p. 125 second plenary).

	Provide feedback on others’ work and respond to feedback from others (SB p. 71 Défi!).
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
