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Unit 6
Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 6, Entre copains: In this unit, students work in the context of leisure activities, relationships with friends, and pocket money. The main grammar focus is pronouns, including direct and indirect object pronouns and emphatic pronouns. Students learn that using pronouns can help them to vary sentence structure and avoid repetition. This supports the skills focus of the unit, which is on sentence-building and how to produce more interesting, extended responses in writing and speaking. The unit ends with a class project to organise a language festival, which provides opportunities to consolidate previously learned grammar (e.g. on peut …, tenses) and recycle language from different contexts.
