	About Unit 2, À mon avis: Students work in the context of television, cinema, and sport. They exchange opinions of TV programmes, discuss films, sports and their experience of sporting events, and find out about the lifestyle and training programme of a French basketball player. In terms of grammar, students extend their knowledge of the perfect tense (including reflexive verbs in the perfect tense) and the imperfect, and begin using the perfect and the imperfect together. They are reminded of adjectives (agreement and position) and possessive adjectives, and are given tips on developing listening skills.

	Techniques to work out meaning when listening, e.g. focus on general sense, cognates, intonation (SB p. 38). Use cognates, context and knowledge of grammar to work out meaning in written texts (SB p. 119 – see notes on TRB p. 73).

	How to prepare for listening activities, e.g. look for clues in the questions and visuals, try to predict what you might hear, develop note-taking techniques (SB p. 38).
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
