Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 4, Savoir-vivre: Working in the context of an exchange visit, students practise responding politely at the meal table and discuss helping around the house. They find out about and discuss lifestyle and cultural differences between France and the UK, and consider the benefits of working as an au pair. Students also extend their knowledge of negatives, learn to use the structure “verb + à/de + infinitive”, and are encouraged to use adverbs of time/frequency; they meet and use verbs in different tenses, and refresh their memory of the partitive. The skill focus is on speaking: students compare features of casual spoken French with more polite language, and receive tips on coping with unknown language.
