Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 5, Découvrir le monde: Students consider aspects of the world around them: the rights of young people in different countries, developments in technology, what life might be like in the future, and ways to help the environment. The main grammar focus is on referring to the future, but students also use the imperfect tense to describe life in the past. There are reminders of modal verbs, the comparative, and en/au + countries, and an opportunity to use emphatic pronouns. The unit provides tips and activities to improve the quality of students’ writing, including planning, drafting and redrafting work, how to build more complex sentences, and formal and informal letter-writing conventions.

	Listen to a radio broadcast about the age at which people can get married in different countries, then discuss the issues raised (SB p. 82).

	Discuss the age at which people can get married in different countries (SB p. 82) and what your parents do/don’t allow you to do (SB p. 83). 
	

	L&S 1.5: Presenting and narrating
	Watch video clip without the sound and provide a commentary (SB p. 89 – see Follow-up to ex. 5 on TRB p. 161).

	Read a sequence of events in a boy’s diary and choose a likely outcome/write a follow-up (SB p. 94). Read an article about air pollution and summarise the main issues (SB p. 95). Read about/Discuss environmental facts and figures (SB p. 125). Produce a quiz based on a text about France’s colonial history (WB p. 70).
	

	R&W 2.2: Developing capability and confidence in reading
	Develop ability to appraise texts quickly, carry out independent research and cope with authentic material (SB p. 95, TRB p. 159 first starter, WB p. 70 Défi!).
	

	R&W 2.4: Adapting and building text
	Tips on building more complex sentences, organising ideas into paragraphs, etc. (SB pp. 85, 92). Write letters for different audiences, e.g. formal and informal letters (SB p. 89 ex. 5, p. 92).
	

	R&W 2.5: Writing to create meaning
	Write an article for a website or magazine to attract young people to work for Naturoscope (TRB p. 159 first plenary). Apply formal and informal letter-writing conventions (SB p. 89 ex. 5, p. 92). Write a diary entry (SB p. 94). Research and write about a French territory (WB p. 70).
	

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Find out about the colonial history of France; research/write about a French territory (WB p. 70). 
	

	IU 3.2: Recognising different ways of seeing the world
	Consider the age at which people can get married in different countries and cultures (SB p. 82). Compare young people’s views on what they are/aren’t allowed to do (p. 83). Consider different perspectives on the environment and the future of the planet (SB pp. 86–89, WB p. 65).

	Identify the function of some letter strings, e.g. the ending -tion indicates a noun (see Follow-up suggestion for WB pp. 66–67 on TRB p. 174).

	Word families (see Follow-up suggestion for WB pp. 66–67 on TRB p. 174).
	

	KAL 4.3: Gender, number and other inflections
	Verb inflections in the future tense (SB pp. 86, 91).
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Tips on building more complex sentences (SB pp. 85, 92). 
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Different ways to refer to the future: the future tense, aller + infinitive, present tense, je voudrais + infinitive (SB pp. 86, 90–91). 
Use the present tense and the imperfect to compare “then and now” situations (SB p. 85, TRB p. 156).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Patterns in future tense endings (SB pp. 86, 91).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	Tips on how to plan a piece of writing, e.g. understand what needs to be done, jot down possible paragraph headings and key words, think about how to incorporate different tenses (SB p. 92).
	

	LLS 5.8: Evaluating and improving
	Apply tips on improving quality of writing, then evaluate success through discussion with a partner (SB p. 92 ex. 1).
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
