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Unit 1
Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 1, Premiers contacts: Students work in the context of meeting people, accepting and declining invitations, and keeping in touch. They find out about working in a colonie de vacances and a centre aéré, start putting together a portfolio of work about different jobs and lifestyles, and begin to build a personal stock of work-related vocabulary. They develop their knowledge of verbs and the present tense (including the use of depuis with the present tense) and modal verbs, and there is an opportunity to work on direct and indirect object pronouns on the En plus (extension) page. The unit also provides tips on language learning and revision techniques.
