Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 2, À mon avis: Students work in the context of television, cinema, and sport. They exchange opinions of TV programmes, discuss films, sports and their experience of sporting events, and find out about the lifestyle and training programme of a French basketball player. In terms of grammar, students extend their knowledge of the perfect tense and use some key phrases in the imperfect (e.g. c’était, j’étais). An opportunity to use reflexive verbs in the perfect tense is provided on the En plus (extension) page. Students are reminded of adjective agreement and possessive adjectives, and are given tips on developing listening skills.
