Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 3, V comme voyages: Students discuss means of transport, holiday preferences and accommodation, describe a past holiday and plans for a future visit, and exchange tourist information. They also learn about some Paris tourist attractions and find out what it is like to work in the tourist office in Marseille. The main grammar focus is structures using the infinitive: aller + infinitive, il faut + infinitive, aimer/vouloir/pouvoir + infinitive, and pour + infiinitive. Further teaching and learning includes comparatives and superlatives, and question forms, and there are opportunities to work in different tenses. The unit provides tips and activities to help students cope with longer, more complex reading material.
