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Unit 5
Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 5, Découvrir le monde: Students consider aspects of the world around them: the rights of young people in different countries, developments in technology, and ways to help the environment. The main grammar focus is on talking about the past: students refresh their memory of the perfect tense, and learn how to form/when to use the imperfect. There are reminders of modal verbs, en/au + countries, and the imperative, and an opportunity to use emphatic pronouns. The unit provides tips and activities to improve the quality of students’ writing, including planning, drafting and redrafting work, how to build more complex sentences, and formal and informal letter-writing conventions.

	Verb inflections in the imperfect tense (SB p. 91).

	Build extended sentences using more complex structures, e.g. Je suis pour … parce que … Je pense qu’il faut recycler … (p. 87 ex. 4b). Improve sentences by adding opinions, examples, linking words, etc. (SB p. 92).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	The perfect tense and the imperfect (SB pp. 90–91). Compare “then and now” situations using the imperfect tense and the present (SB p. 85 ex. 8, TRB p. 153). The imperative (p. 86).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Patterns in imperfect tense endings (SB pp. 85, 91).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	Tips on how to plan a piece of writing (SB p. 92).
