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Unit 6
Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 6, Préparer l’avenir: Students work in the context of school, further studies and jobs: they compare school subjects, school life and the education system in France and the UK, consider different jobs and careers, and talk about part-time jobs and ambitions. They also find out about the job of a surveillant in a French school. The work on tenses continues: students are reminded of different ways to refer to the future, learn the future tense, and meet/use a range of tenses together. Building on Unit 5’s focus on writing skills, this unit provides tips on checking and improving written work.

	Write an autobiography by structuring paragraphs around answers to questions (p. 105 ex. 7). Write a job profile for a surveillant (TRB p. 189 first plenary). Adapt model texts to produce a CV and job application (SB pp. 126–127).

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Compare aspects of school in France and the UK (SB pp. 100–101, SB pp. 106–107, WB p. 84, CM 71). French regional accents (SB p. 107 Le sais-tu?). 
	

	IU 3.2: Recognising different ways of seeing the world
	Consider the lifestyle and perspectives of a surveillant in a French school (SB pp. 106–107). Consider reasons for learning a foreign language (SB p. 113, TRB p. 184 Follow-up to ex. 3).

	Identify the function of some letter strings, e.g. chanteur indicates a male singer, chanteuse indicates a female singer (SB p. 102).

	Masculine/Feminine job titles (SB p. 102).

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Build extended sentences using different clauses and linking words, e.g. Quand j’étais petit(e), mon rêve, c’était de … (SB p. 105). Improve written work by adding descriptions and using connectives (SB p. 110).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Different ways to refer to the future, including the future tense (SB p. 108). Use different tenses (SB pp. 100–101, 104–105, 109).
	

	KAL 4.6: Questions and negatives
	Questions in different tenses (SB p. 105 ex. 6). Negatives in different tenses (see notes for SB p. 101 ex. 8 on TRB p. 182).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Endings of masculine/feminine job titles, e.g. acteur/actrice (SB p. 102). Patterns in future tense endings (SB p. 108). Use knowledge of verb patterns to work out whether people are referring to the past or the future (SB p. 104 ex. 1d).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorising
	Discuss mnemonics (SB p. 110 – see notes on TRB p. 194).
	

	LLS 5.5: Using reference materials
	Use a range of reference materials to check written work (SB p. 110).
	

	LLS 5.8: Evaluating and improving
	Check written work for mistakes, draft and redraft work (SB p. 110, CM 70). Record/Play back/Evaluate own speaking (WB p. 75 ex. 3c).
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
