	About this unit: This initial unit introduces students to aspects of the German language and the German-speaking countries, including an opportunity to get used to German “sounds”. It is intended to whet the students’ appetite and to draw on their own experience and knowledge. The Herzlich willkommen! unit also provides preliminary guidance in how to understand and use classroom language, how to use key language to express what they want to say and how to keep a record of vocabulary.

Accumulate and apply a stock of words for language learning and classroom talk; understand instructions and follow speech of different kinds in different contexts; respond to instructions, questions, etc.; learn some important phrases for asking for help or information; contribute to spontaneous talk in the target language
