MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language through the context of self and the classroom. They carry out simple conversations and use basic strategies for understanding short written and spoken texts. Students are introduced to gender, the German alphabet and special German characters such as umlauts. Throughout the unit there will be a strong focus on (a) sound patterns and the sound–spelling link (b) students’ responses to instructions, questions and explanations and (c) the beginnings of spontaneous talk. Students also learn about German social conventions and handwriting.

Week 1
Introduction to unit objectives. Learn how to say hello, goodbye, how are you? thank you; German conventions for greeting

Week 2

Introduce yourself, understand and use the German alphabet, spell words

Week 3

Count to 20; give your age; German handwriting for numbers; ei and ie

Week 4

Say months and seasons: give age and birthday; form simple questions

Week 5

Name items in the classroom; learn about gender in German, record and learn words with gender

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	Begin to build a stock of high-frequency words/phrases and other language relating to everyday settings, e.g. greetings, Wie heißt du?/Ich heiße …, ich/du + haben/sein (SB pp. 12–19), words for classroom items (SB pp. 20–21).

	Gender of nouns for classroom items: der/die/das, ein/eine/ein (SB p. 21 Grammatik im Fokus).

	Ich and du verb endings in the present tense, e.g. ich heiße, du heißt, ich habe, du hast (SB p. 19 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.6: Questions and negatives
	How to identify and form a basic question: wie and wann …?, intonation (SB p. 19 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Ich and du verb endings, e.g. ich heiße, du heißt, ich habe, du hast (SB p. 19 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.6: Reading aloud
	Apply knowledge of sound patterns to read aloud a dialogue with authentic pronunciation (SB p. 19 ex. 4 and Ziel B/C).

	The Kannst du …? checklist at the end of every unit provides an opportunity for students to review what they’ve learned and reflect on areas for improvement (SB p. 22, WB p. 12, CM 12).

	Use of colour-coding as a way to remember gender of nouns (SB pp. 20–21).
	

	LLS 5.3: Using knowledge of English or another language
	Compare spelling and pronunciation of months of the year in German and English: they sound very different even though some of them look the same or similar (SB p. 18).
	

	LLS 5.4: Working out meaning
	Use cognates, visual prompts, mime/gesture to work out meaning of guten Tag/gute Nacht, sehr gut/schlecht, etc. (SB pp. 12–13).
