MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn to talk about their family and pets. To do this they learn and use a range of adjectives including colours, and adjectives to describe personality. They begin to acquire a deeper understanding of the structure of the language, including the use of some of the appropriate forms of the verbs haben and sein, plural forms of nouns, the use of different pronouns to refer to objects, and the accusative forms of possessive and indefinite articles. Students learn how to use the glossary to look up the plural forms of nouns. They look at strategies to approach longer and more complex texts and use these as a model for their own writing; they are beginning to use compound sentences and high-frequency words to improve their written work.

Week 1

Introduction to unit objectives. Talk about pets – name them and say what colour they are; review ways of learning words effectively 

Week 2

Talk and ask people about pets; form a basic negative sentence; recognize and form plural nouns; use a glossary

Week 3

Say what brothers and sisters you have; identify other members of your family; ask and say what family members are called; follow speech; use possessive adjectives 
Week 4

Describe your personality; describe the personality of members of your family; form compound sentences

Week 5

Skills for approaching a longer text; recognize and use high-frequency words; write a longer description using an existing text as model
Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	Listen to a dialogue and identify how many brothers and sisters each speaker has (SB p. 28 ex. 2 – see corresponding notes on listening strategies on TB p. 72). Once students have identified key information, they may listen again for additional details, e.g. ages, names.

	Use the glossary to find plural inflections of nouns (SB p. 27 Grammatik im Fokus).

	Prepare for listening by predicting language that is likely to come up on the recording (SB p. 28 ex. 2 – see corresponding notes on TB p. 72). Assess texts for gist, audience, etc. before reading for detail (SB p. 32 – see notes for ex. 1a on TB p. 78).

	Consider the function of high-frequency words, compare topic vocabulary (e.g. nouns) and high-frequency words (e.g. verbs, linking words, definite/indefinite article) (SB p. 33 Lerntipp).

	Gender: der/die/das, ein/eine/ein, er/sie/es (SB p. 25); mein/meine/mein, dein/deine/dein (p. 29). Introduction to the accusative: ich habe einen/eine/ein …, ich habe keinen/keine/kein … (SB pp. 26–27). Common patterns in noun plurals (SB p. 27). 1st/2nd/3rd person singular present tense of haben and sein (SB p. 33 Grammatik im Fokus).

	How to form basic negative sentences using kein (SB p. 26) and nicht/gar nicht (SB p. 31).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Identify patterns in noun plurals (SB p. 27 Grammatik im Fokus/TB p. 70). Identify patterns in the endings of ein, kein, mein and dein (SB pp. 26, 29).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorizing
	Develop techniques for remembering the meaning, spelling, sound and gender of new words (SB p. 25 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.4: Working out meaning
	Use a range of techniques to work out meaning in a simple traditional fairytale, e.g. visual clues, context clues, cognates, knowing the story in English (CM 22).
	

	LLS 5.6: Reading aloud
	Read aloud a simple version of a traditional fairytale (CM 22 ex. 4).
