MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language in the context of school and school life in Germany. They develop their knowledge of words through awareness of both topic vocabulary and high-frequency words including the main verbs in the present tense and all the personal pronouns. They are starting to look at the structure of the language and use variations on the usual word order, such as inversion after time phrases and a wider range of question forms. Strategies for memorization are developed and students learn techniques for approaching longer and more complex texts. They continue to work out the meaning of new words using their knowledge of cognates and develop skills for finding new words in glossaries or dictionaries. They are starting to express a personal response and there is a strong focus on spontaneous talk in the classroom.

	Week-by-week overview (assuming 6 weeks’ work or 10–12.5 hours)

Week 1

Introduction to unit objectives. Talk about what classroom objects you have and don’t have; ask for classroom objects; understand the difference between du and Sie and when to use them; develop classroom language

Week 2

Talk about what school subjects you like and dislike; develop ways to learn new words  

Week 3

Tell the time in German; say when you have a lesson; recognize and use the forms of the verb haben
Week 4

Learn the days of the week in German; talk about when you have different subjects; recognize and use the “verb second” word order rule; understand a German timetable

Week 5

Recognize and use German pronouns; recognize and use the present tense of regular verbs, haben and sein; understand a longer description 

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	Use German for routine communication in class, e.g. to ask for classroom items: Hast du/Haben Sie …, bitte? – Hier, bitte/Nein, leider nicht (SB pp. 36–37).

	Compare school subjects, timetables and school routine in Germany and the UK (SB pp. 38–39, 42–44). 
	

	IU 3.2: Recognizing different ways of seeing the world
	Compare own opinions of school and school subjects with those of German pupils (SB pp. 38–39, 42–44).
	

	KAL 4.1: Letters and sounds
	Use knowledge of German sound–spelling links to work out how to pronounce school subjects (SB p. 38 Los geht’s!). Pronunciation of zw (SB p. 41 Gut gesagt!).
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	“Verb second” word order (Am Montag habe ich Mathe) (SB p. 43 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Present tense of regular verbs, haben and sein (SB p. 45 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.6: Questions and negatives
	Review formation of questions, e.g. Wie findest du Mathe? Was ist dein Lieblingsfach? (SB p. 39 ex. 4), Wie spät ist es? Wann hast du Englisch? (SB pp. 40–41).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Patterns in present tense verb endings (SB p. 45 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorizing
	Techniques for learning new words (SB p. 39 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.3: Using knowledge of English or another language
	Compare English and German sentence structure (SB p. 43 Grammatik im Fokus). Compare English “half past the hour” with German “halfway to the hour”, e.g. half past two = halb drei (SB pp. 40–41). Compare German and English present tense verbs, e.g. English has two present tense forms (I write, I am writing) whereas German has only one (ich schreibe) (SB p. 45).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	How to prepare for reading a longer text by assessing it for layout (e-mail? newspaper article?), context, visual clues, familiar words/cognates, etc. (SB p. 44 Lerntipp). How to prepare for giving a presentation (SB p. 44 – see follow-up suggestion on TB p. 106).
