MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language to talk about houses, rooms and furniture and use a range of prepositions with the dative case to describe where they live or where things are. Strategies for reading for meaning are practised and applied with short texts containing unfamiliar language. Students assemble short texts using simple sentences and linking words, and apply strategies to improve their writing through careful checking and the use of glossaries. They review and continue to apply word order rules introduced in the previous unit.

	Week-by-week overview (assuming 6 weeks’ work or 10–12.5 hours)

Week 1

Introduction to unit objectives. Count up to 100; give your address and house number; ask someone for their address

Week 2

Say what sort of house or flat you live in; say what sort of place you live in; introduce the use of prepositions followed by dative case

Week 3

Listen to identify gist and some detail; name and describe the rooms in your house or flat; talk about where the different rooms are; improve your reading skills; review word order after prepositional phrase

Week 4

Ask and say what there is in your room; say where things are in your room; reading text for sentence gist; adapt and assemble text; improve your written work; using new prepositions of place with the dative case

Week 5

Use the language from the unit in a game; meet the language from the unit in a different context; encourage reading for pleasure; give background cultural information about owning homes in Germany

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	R&W 2.3: Being sensitive to the written word
	Give students a few seconds to look at the property adverts on SB p. 59, then ask them what type of texts they think these are and how they can tell (photos and abbreviated style).

	L&S 1.1: Understanding and responding to the spoken word
	Use clues (e.g. sound effects) to help identify gist in a longer dialogue about rooms in a house (SB p. 54 ex. 1a – see corresponding notes on TB p. 127).
	

	L&S 1.2: Developing capability and confidence in listening
	After listening for gist (see L&S 1.1 above), listen to the dialogue again and challenge students to identify further detail; discuss strategies to help with concentration and understanding, e.g. look for clues in the visuals, listen for cognates and familiar language.
	

	R&W 2.1: Understanding and responding to the written word
	Identify gist then detail in a description of a bedroom, and use the information to spot what is wrong in a picture of the bedroom (SB p. 57 ex. 4 – see corresponding notes on TB p. 131). Match property adverts to corresponding photos; read a bedroom description and draw the bedroom/answer questions about it (SB p. 59).
	

	R&W 2.2: Developing capability and confidence in reading
	Apply a checklist of strategies to help work out meaning in a description of a home (SB p. 55 Lerntipp).
	

	R&W 2.4: Adapting and building text
	Adapt a text and/or assemble simple sentences to produce a description of own bedroom (SB p. 57 – see follow-up activity suggested on TB p. 131).
	

	R&W 2.5: Writing to create meaning
	Describe own home/ideal home (SB p. 55 Ziel B/C) and own bedroom/ideal bedroom (SB p. 57 Ziel). Draw and label a plan showing own home and its location (SB p. 60 Du bist dran!).
	

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Compare German and British styles of houses (SB pp. 52–53/ICT suggestion on TB p. 123, SB p. 59). Home ownership in Germany compared with the UK (see TB p. 132). 
	

	KAL 4.2: Words
	Building compound words, e.g. Doppelhaus, Einfamilienhaus, Stadtrand (SB p. 52).
	

	KAL 4.3: Gender, number and other inflections
	The dative case: effect of prepositions (e.g. auf, neben, unter) on the definite article (SB p. 57 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.3: Using knowledge of English or another language
	Compare the way numbers are formed in English and German, e.g. vierundzwanzig = four-and-twenty = twenty-four (SB p. 50 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.4: Working out meaning
	Reading strategies (SB p. 55 Lerntipp). Listening tips (SB p. 54 ex. 1a – see corresponding notes on TB p. 127).
	

	LLS 5.5: Using reference materials
	Use a glossary/dictionary and grammar reference materials to check for mistakes in written work (SB p. 57 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.8: Evaluating and improving
	Checklist of tips for improving written work, e.g. check spelling, gender, punctuation, etc. and add linking words to build longer sentences (SB p. 57 Lerntipp).
