MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language in the context of food and mealtimes. There is a strong focus on appropriate use of reference materials to find the meaning of unknown words and to find words to use in their writing. Students assemble simple sentences on the unit topic and learn strategies to improve their written work by using high-frequency words and forming compound sentences using some common connectives. Previous learning about negative sentences is reinforced by practice using gern/nicht gern and keinen/keine/kein in the context of food. 

	Framework objectives (reinforce)
	Teaching and learning
	Week-by-week overview (assuming 6 weeks’ work or 10–12.5 hours)

Week  1

Talk about what you eat and drink; ask others what they eat and drink; use a bilingual dictionary 

Week  2

Talk about what you eat and drink at different meals; ask others what they eat and drink for each meal; use typical word order (verb second); use connectives und, oder, aber to build compound sentences; investigate high-frequency words; practise long and short vowel sounds; links between letters and sound patterns
Week  3

Talk about what you like and don’t like to eat and drink and what you don’t eat and drink; ask others what they like to eat and drink; use gern with a verb to express likes and dislikes;  basic negative statements; use keinen/keine/kein
Week  4

Talk about your favourite food; talk about your favourite recipes; look at some typical German foods; practise long and short u vowel sounds; possessive adjectives mein, dein, sein, ihr
Week  5

Meet the language from the unit in a different context; encourage reading for pleasure; give cultural information about food in Germany and international influences

Week  6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	L&S 1.5: Presenting and narrating
	After designing their own Monster-Sandwich (SB p. 70), students could describe/present the ingredients to the class as though they are a TV chef.
	

	R&W 2.3: Being sensitive to the written word
	When working on the Lese-Spaß! pages (SB pp. 70–71), provide a printout of the song lyrics from CM 122 (see TB p. 192) and ask students to identify the main feature used for effect: repetition of key words/phrases. Ask them to rewrite the song as a paragraph for a magazine article on eating habits (Zum Frühstück esse ich gern Müsli, Brot und Honig, etc.) or as a cartoon strip like SB p. 70. This shows how the same content can be styled in different ways to suit different purposes.
	

	R&W 2.4: Adapting and building text
	Build a paragraph about own eating habits, referring to model texts and drawing on previously learned language (SB p. 71 – see follow-up activity on TB p. 156).
	

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Compare German and British eating habits/foods (SB pp. 64–65/TB p. 147, SB pp. 68–69/ICT suggestion on TB p. 153). Identify German foods that are available in the UK  and vice versa (SB p. 71 supermarket brochure, independent Internet research).
	

	IU 3.2: Recognizing different ways of seeing the world
	Compare own eating habits/food preferences with those of German teenagers (SB pp. 64–65, 68–69, 71). Consider food stereotypes relating to different countries, e.g. UK – fish and chips, roast beef; Germany – sauerkraut, sausages; France – snails, frogs’ legs.
	

	KAL 4.2: Words
	Investigate how high-frequency words (e.g. meistens, normalerweise, auch, nur, mit) are used to add detail and make sentences more interesting (SB pp. 64–65 – see 4th plenary suggestion on TB p. 146).
	

	KAL 4.3: Gender, number and other inflections
	Masculine/Feminine/Neuter endings for possessive adjectives mein, dein, sein, ihr (SB p. 69 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Review and apply “verb second” word order rule in the context of talking about meals, e.g. Zum Frühstück trinke ich Milch (SB pp. 64–65). Use und, oder and auch to build longer sentences (SB pp. 64–65 – see notes for ex. 3c on TB p. 148).
	

	KAL 4.6: Questions and negatives
	Form negative sentences using nicht (e.g. Ich esse nicht gern …) and keinen/keine/kein (e.g. Ich esse keinen Fleisch) (SB p. 67 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Recognize that possessive adjectives (mein, dein, sein, ihr) take the same endings as ein and kein (SB p. 69 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.5: Using reference materials
	Use a bilingual dictionary to find new words and information about words (e.g. part of speech, noun plurals, gender) (SB p. 63 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.6: Reading aloud
	Listen to/Read aloud a cartoon story: Maxis Monster-Sandwich (SB p. 70). Read and join in with a song about food (CM 122 – see TB p. 192).
