MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of verbs to speak and write about their leisure activities, focusing on the regular and irregular forms of verbs in the present tense. They learn a wider vocabulary for expressing personal response and a range of new time phrases are introduced which are firmly linked to verbs in the present tense, which will help to reinforce differentiation between tenses at a later stage. Students produce and adapt simple sentences, including personal responses, and assemble these to produce a short text. Strategies for reading and listening are practised and applied with short texts containing some unfamiliar language.

	Week-by-week overview (assuming 6 weeks’ work or 10–12.5 hours)

Week 1

Introduction to unit objectives. Talk about what sports you play and don’t play; talk about what musical instruments you play and don’t play; revise the present tense of common regular verbs; work out the gist of simple sentences; modify an existing dialogue and perform it 

Week 2

Talk about your hobbies and other people’s hobbies; ask others about their hobbies; revise the present tense of common irregular verbs; look at the pronunciation of sp and sch in German; assemble a short text

Week 3

Talk about TV programmes; talk about what TV programmes you like and don’t like; improving listening skills

Week 4

Talk about when you do something and how often you do it; incorporate notions of time and frequency into sentences; practise reading skills; produce a piece of text about your hobbies and interests 

Week 5

Meet the language from the unit in a different context; encourage reading for pleasure; give cultural information about television in Germany

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	L&S 1.1: Understanding and responding to the spoken word
	Identify gist and then detail in a lengthy discussion about TV viewing preferences (SB p. 79 ex. 5 – see L&S 1.2 below). 
	

	L&S 1.2: Developing capability and confidence in listening
	Listen to a lengthy discussion about TV viewing preferences and identify likes/dislikes, then listen again for extra detail, e.g. opinion adjectives, programme times/titles (SB p. 79 ex. 5 – see corresponding notes on TB p. 177).
	

	L&S 1.3: Being sensitive to the spoken word
	Use tone of voice to help identify speakers’ opinions in a discussion about TV programmes (SB p. 79 ex. 5). 
	

	L&S 1.5: Presenting and narrating
	Prepare and present (or record) a dialogue on leisure activities (SB p. 75 ex. 5 – see notes on TB p. 171).
	

	R&W 2.1: Understanding and responding to the written word
	Read a teenage girl’s letter about leisure activities and (1) identify the activities mentioned (2) answer questions about when/how often she does each activity (SB p. 81 ex. 4a/b).
	

	R&W 2.2: Developing capability and confidence in reading
	Assess a text for known language, cognates/near-cognates/words whose meaning can be worked out from the context, and words that need to be looked up in a dictionary (CM 70).
	

	R&W 2.3: Being sensitive to the written word
	In the magazine article on SB p. 83, identify features that help to make the text more appealing and interesting, e.g. variety of sentence structure and ways to express opinions, rhetorical questions (Aber mein Lieblingshobby?), linking words, time expressions, etc.
	

	R&W 2.5: Writing to create meaning
	Produce a magazine-style text about a favourite TV programme and a favourite celebrity (SB p. 84 Du bist dran!).
	

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Compare German and British TV programmes and viewing schedules (SB pp. 78–79/TB p. 175 ICT suggestion, SB p. 83).
	

	IU 3.2: Recognizing different ways of seeing the world
	Compare own leisure activities and TV viewing preferences with those of German teenagers (SB pp. 74–79).
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Word order with time expressions, e.g. Am Wochenende spiele ich Tennis (SB pp. 80–81).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Present tense of regular verbs (SB p. 75 Grammatik im Fokus). Verbs that undergo a vowel change: lesen, sehen, fahren (SB p. 77 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	Prepare for listening, e.g. try to predict what might come up in the recording, draw up a grid for noting down information, etc. (SB p. 79 ex. 5 – see notes on TB p. 177).
	

	LLS 5.8: Evaluating and improving
	Prepare/Record a dialogue, then use the recording to evaluate and improve own speech (SB p. 75 ex. 5 – see notes on TB p. 171). Discuss effectiveness of different listening strategies (SB p. 79 ex. 5 – see notes on TB p. 177). Draft and redraft written work (SB p. 81 Ziel C, and see also follow-up activity on TB p. 182).
