MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: In this unit students learn and use a range of new language in the context of weather, making arrangements to meet, buying food in a supermarket and ordering food in a café. They learn and use more complex structures and combine information in compound sentences. They develop their listening skills by listening to longer dialogues including new structures and unknown phrases and colloquialisms, and develop strategies for relaying gist and detail. They recognize features of register and other subtleties of speech and use these when producing their own dialogues. There is a strong focus on pronunciation and intonation and students practise these through dialogues and role plays. 

	Framework objectives (launch)
	Teaching and learning
	Week-by-week overview (assuming 6 weeks’ work or 10–12.5 hours)

Week 1
Introduction to unit objectives. Ask what the weather is like; describe the weather; say what you do depending on the weather; use wenn in compound sentences

Week 2

Make plans for going out; arrange to meet; use modal verbs; understand and use some simple colloquialisms; listen for gist and detail 

Week 3

Talk about German money; ask and say how much something costs; say what you want to buy; describe quantities of food and packaging

Week 4

Order food and drinks in a café; listen for subtleties of speech and imitate them; recognize features of register 

Week 5

Read and understand the language of the unit in a new context; encourage reading for pleasure; provide cultural information

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	L&S 1.1: Understanding and responding to the spoken word
	Students listen to the recording from SB p. 102 (ex. 1a) without reading the transcript, and identify the gist: who is speaking and what is the topic of conversation? They should be able to work out from the photo, key words and tone of voice that the teenagers are trying to agree on what to do tomorrow.
	

	L&S 1.2: Developing capability and confidence in listening
	After listening for gist (SB p. 102 ex. 1a: see L&S 1.1), students listen again for further detail (perhaps working with the transcript at this stage) and respond to true/false statements.
	

	KAL 4.1: Letters and sounds
	Compare the pronunciation of Pommes (SB p. 106) with Pommes frites (see Unit 5), and ask students to consider why Pommes frites doesn’t follow the usual German sound–spelling rules (it’s French). Consider the pronunciation of other foreign words, e.g. Restaurant, Talkshow, Skateboard, T-Shirt.
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	Modal verbs können and wollen (SB p. 103 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.6: Questions and negatives
	Recognize and respond to typical questions that come up when shopping or ordering food in a café (e.g. Was darf es sein? Sonst noch etwas?); use correct intonation when asking/answering questions in shopping dialogues and transactions in a café (SB pp. 104–107).
	

	LLS 5.4: Working out meaning
	Use weather symbols to work out the meaning of weather phrases (SB p. 100). Use visuals, cognates, key words, etc. to understand an ice cream menu and a recipe (SB pp. 108–109). 
	

	LLS 5.6: Reading aloud
	Listen to/Read a dialogue in which four teenagers try to agree on what to do the following day (SB p. 102 ex. 1a) – opportunity for students to practise reading aloud in small groups, using appropriate pronunciation, intonation, facial expression, body language, etc. 
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	Prepare for listening by looking at the visuals and predicting the language that is likely to come up on the recording (SB p. 103 ex. 2a).

	L&S 1.3: Being sensitive to the spoken word
	Compare two dialogues and identify which one is more polite (SB p. 107 Lerntipp): dialogue B sounds rather rude because the customer uses abrupt responses instead of the more polite Ich möchte/nehme …, bitte and Danke, das ist alles. See also CM 97 for further work on formal and informal register.
	

	L&S 1.5: Presenting and narrating
	Students prepare and perform café dialogues involving lots of problems, e.g. some items are off the menu, customer is indecisive/rude/doesn’t have enough money, the drinks are cold (SB p. 107 Ziel C). Encourage them to add spontaneous comments and exclamations (e.g. Ach nein!, Moment … äh …, Na ja …, Prima!) instead of simply reading aloud from a script. 
	

	IU 3.1: Appreciating cultural diversity
	Research German currency (SB pp. 104–105), e.g. what was Germany’s currency before the euro, when did Germany go over to the euro? Opportunity to research German food (SB pp. 108–109): foreign influences on German food (e.g. Italian, Turkish), German food that is available in the UK and vice versa, food traditions (e.g. Kaffee und Kuchen).
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Sentence structure with wenn (SB p. 101) and with modal verbs können and wollen (SB p. 103).

	Weather (es ist warm, es schneit, es regnet, etc.); giving times and places (um zwei Uhr an der Post, etc.); quantities (eine Tüte, 250 Gramm …, etc.) ; money (euros) and numbers 100–1000
