MEDIUM TERM PLAN

	About this unit: This unit introduces a limited amount of new vocabulary to talk about leisure activities. The focus is on gaining a more explicit understanding of the underlying structure of the language, particularly the time – manner – place word order rule, and the formation of the perfect tense using haben and sein, in a context and using language which is already familiar to students. The past tense is introduced in stages; at first the emphasis is on differentiating between the verb forms used for the perfect and present tenses and identifying the most important features of the perfect tense. Students are also introduced to a wider range of time phrases and learn to use these as pointers to help them identify the tense of the sentence. They then look more closely at the formation of the perfect tense, using haben and then sein with the regular and irregular past participles of familiar verbs: sein is clearly linked to verbs of movement through the careful use of material. Students familiarize themselves with the new structures through listening and reading activities, and progress from gap-fill activities to writing simple sentences using a clear model.

Week 1
Introduction to unit objectives. Talk about what you do at the weekend; focus on word order: time – manner – place

Week 2

Talk about what you did at the weekend; compare verb forms and time phrases in the present and the past; discuss ways to talk about past actions in class; use words to add detail; relaying gist and detail

Week 3

Talk about what you did at the weekend; recognize and use the perfect tense with haben
Week 4

Talk about what you did last weekend; talk about where you went last weekend; recognize and use the past tense with sein; understand and use simple sentences to refer to past events
Week 5

Read and understand the language of the unit in a new context; encourage reading for pleasure; provide cultural information

Week 6

Recycle language of the unit via Du bist dran!, Noch mal! and Extra! pages; students check progress via the Kannst du …? self-assessment checklists; use the Wiederholung section and Kontrolle Copymasters for formal assessment of student progress

	L&S 1.4: Talking together
	Use the perfect tense for spontaneous communication in class, e.g. to chat about what you did last night or to say what you’ve done in class/learned/forgotten: Hast du deine Hausaufgaben gemacht? (SB p. 115 Lerntipp).
	

	LLS 5.1: Identifying patterns in the target language
	Use knowledge of verb patterns to distinguish between the present and the past, e.g. ich koche, ich habe gekocht (SB p. 115 Grammatik im Fokus).

	L&S 1.1: Understanding and responding to the spoken word
	Listen to two teenagers chatting about what they did yesterday: on the first listening, students note down the gist and any key words (SB p. 114 ex. 2). 
Listen to an account of weekend activities and arrange pictures into the correct order (SB p. 116 ex. 2a).
	

	L&S 1.2: Developing capability and confidence in listening
	After listening for gist (SB p. 114 ex. 2: see L&S 1.1), students listen again to identify further details, e.g. Tennis – jeden Samstagmorgen, mit Mutter. Discuss note-taking techniques, e.g. shorthand/abbreviations, simple sketches/symbols.
	

	R&W 2.4: Adapting and building text
	Write captions for a cartoon strip (SB p. 119). Produce a Tagebuch-Poster and write diary entries describing last weekend’s activities, real or imaginary (SB p. 122 Du bist dran!).
	

	R&W 2.5: Writing to create meaning
	Use language researched independently to add originality to written work: see R&W 2.4.
	

	KAL 4.4: Sentence structure
	Produce complex sentences following the time – manner – place word order rule, e.g. ich fahre um zehn Uhr mit dem Bus in die Stadt (SB p. 113 Grammatik im Fokus).
	

	KAL 4.5: Verbs and tenses
	The perfect tense with haben and sein, regular and irregular past participles, e.g. gemacht, gehört, gefahren, gegangen (SB pp. 114–119, CM 109).
	

	LLS 5.2: Memorizing
	Consider use of colour-coding to remember the “Time Manner Place” rule (SB p. 113 Grammatik im Fokus, CM 108). Discuss ways to remember other aspects of German sentence structure, e.g. “Verb Comma Verb”, “Verb Second”. 
Play a board game to practise and learn the language of the unit (SB pp. 120–121).
	

	LLS 5.3: Using knowledge of English or another language
	Compare German and English ways to refer to the past (SB p. 115 Grammatik im Fokus), e.g. some English verbs add -ed (walked) but there are also many irregular past tense forms (slept, swam, did, ate, made).
	

	LLS 5.7: Planning and preparing
	Before listening to a girl’s description of what she did last weekend, look at the accompanying visuals and try to predict what she might mention (SB p. 116 ex. 2a). 

Plan out a piece of written work on the theme of Letztes Wochenende by noting down useful words and phrases in a spider diagram (CM 106 ex. 2 – this could be used with SB p. 119 Ziel C or with SB p. 122 Du bist dran!).
