Independent enquirers

Focus: 

Young people process and evaluate information in their investigations, planning what to do and how to go about it. They take informed and well-reasoned decisions, recognising that others have different beliefs and attitudes.
Young people:

• identify questions to answer and problems to resolve 

• plan and carry out research, appreciating the consequences of decisions

• explore issues, events or problems from different perspectives
• analyse and evaluate information, judging its relevance and value

• consider the influence of circumstances, beliefs and feelings on decisions and events

• support conclusions, using reasoned arguments and evidence.

	Each unit provides opportunities for students to: explore aspects of French lifestyle and culture; compare their own experiences and perspectives with those of real French people (particularly via the video clips and podcasts); carry out independent research using authentic materials. 

	Regular unit feature
	Unit opening spread (SB): collage of visuals and information focusing on Paris and aspects of French lifestyle and culture. Suggested activities (SB, TRB) often encourage sharing of experiences and perspectives, comparison with the UK, and/or independent research using authentic materials/Internet.

Clic vidéo (SB, CM): the video clip for each unit follows an English boy as he visits Paris with two French friends. The clips provide cultural information, highlight similarities and differences between France and the UK, and encourage students to consider different attitudes and perspectives. 

Clic podcast (SB, CM): each unit’s podcast focuses on the lifestyle and perspectives of a French teenager, providing opportunities for comparison with students’ own experiences.
Clic s’amuse! (SB): collage of French jokes, proverbs, puzzles, tongue-twisters, rhymes, idioms, etc., raising awareness of French language and culture.

Clic.fr (CM): further stimulus material with a cultural focus.

	SB pp10–11: plan of Paris and photos provide cultural information and act as a stimulus for sharing of experiences and comparison with the UK. TRB p21 suggests focused Internet research on Montorgueil.
SB p17: information about the vélib’ bike-hire service in Paris. TRB p32 suggests that students browse the vélib’ et moi blog set up by the Mairie de Paris.
SB Star p119/Plus p22: table manners in France compared with the UK and/or other countries/cultures (see TRB Star p43/Plus p37).

	SB p35 Défi!: students research the achievements of a French footballer (Star) or other famous French person (Plus).
SB pp36–37: opportunities to explore the experiences of ordinary French people involved in the French Resistance during the Second World War.

	SB Plus p49 Défi! (and see also TRB Star p88 – follow-up/alternative to Défi!): students carry out independent research on things to see and do in Paris, then use the information to describe an imaginary visit to Paris.

SB Star p123: students encouraged to visit the website of the Cité de l’Espace.

WB Plus p43 Défi!: independent research on French astronauts.

	SB p73 Défi!: independent research on popular fashions, games, food fads, etc. of a chosen decade.

SB p76: reading material about the Tecktonik style of music/dance/fashion. TRB Star p133/Plus p134 suggests viewing online video clips to prompt discussion.
SB p125: reading material about the French brand Airness and its creator, Malamine Koné. TRB Star p139/Plus p140: students are encouraged to visit the Airness website.

	Unit 5
	SB pp82–83: collage of visuals and information on the theme of sport in France provides an opportunity for comparison with UK perspectives on sports. 

SB Plus p87 Défi!/CM 58 Star (and corresponding teacher’s notes on TRB Plus p156/Star p172): opportunity to carry out a survey on sports preferences and to compare with the French survey results listed on SB p83.

SB pp90–91, CM 63: information about French sporting champions, with opportunities for independent research on other athletes.
WB pp70–71: Tour de France. Further research via Tour de France website.

	Unit 6
	Whole unit focuses on French teenagers’ perspectives on free time, pocket money, spending habits and relationships. Opportunities for students to compare with their own perspectives, e.g. SB p102 ex 2a/b, SB p105.
SB p109 Défi!: group project to organise an international festival provides an opportunity to develop a range of PLTS – see TRB Star p193 (top left) and p194/Plus p192 (top left) and p193. In terms of independent enquiry, this project creates opportunities for students to research material for an international quiz and/or other activities for the festival.
SB Plus p129: reading material about the lifestyle of a Moroccan boy. Students compare with their own lifestyle and experiences.

Creative thinkers

Focus: 

Young people think creatively by generating and exploring ideas, making original connections. They try different ways to tackle a problem, working with others to find imaginative solutions and outcomes that are of value.

Young people:

• generate ideas and explore possibilities 

• ask questions to extend their thinking

• connect their own and others’ ideas and experiences in inventive ways
• question their own and others’ assumptions

• try out alternatives or new solutions and follow ideas through

• adapt ideas as circumstances change.

	Throughout
	Many opportunities for a creative response to open-ended and personal activities. 

Teachers can encourage creative thinking during work on grammar patterns: elicit new ways to explain, adopt and learn the rules of French. 

Aim to establish a classroom culture enriched by students being imaginative, asking questions, trying out new solutions. 

See TRB pp 13–14 “Thinking skills and creativity”. 

	Regular unit feature
	Labo-langue/Bien comprendre (SB, CM, WB): knowledge of grammar enables students to manipulate language, communicate ideas and opinions, and work out meaning. The Labo-langue quiz in each WB unit encourages students to think creatively about grammar patterns.

Bien apprendre (SB, CM) and Top tips and strategies (WB): development of learning strategies helps students to cope with unfamiliar language and unpredictable situations.
Clic s’amuse! (SB): a collage of French jokes, proverbs, puzzles, tongue-twisters, rhymes, idioms, etc. Students involved in thinking creatively about language, recognising that different languages express ideas in different ways, etc.

Vocabulaire (SB): this list of key language from the unit often features an open-ended challenge (À toi!), in which students use language from the list to come up with a photo caption or speech bubble.
On chante! (SB): a song on the themes of the unit, often with an opportunity for students to use language creatively in writing their own song lyrics.

Lecture (SB): a double-page spread of reading material, providing an opportunity for students to use a range of techniques (knowledge of language, reading strategies, etc.) to work out meaning. Often provides opportunities for creative writing.

SB p120 Défi!: students invent and describe a cartoon character.

	Opportunities throughout this unit for students to use language imaginatively to speak/write about visits to places of interest, e.g. SB p49 Défi!, SB Plus p51 ex 8 (or TRB Plus p89 2nd plenary), TRB Star p89 3rd plenary, SB Plus p55 Défi!, TRB Plus pp92–93 3rd plenary, TRB Star pp96–97 2nd plenary.
TRB Star p96 1st plenary/Plus p93 4th plenary: students choose the odd-one-out from sets of words/phrases, giving a reason for their decisions. Reasons can be based on meaning, grammar, pronunciation or any other valid criteria.

Reflective learners

Focus:

Young people evaluate their strengths and limitations, setting themselves realistic goals with criteria for success. They monitor their own performance and progress, inviting feedback from others and making changes to further their learning.

Young people:

• assess themselves and others, identifying opportunities and achievements

• set goals with success criteria for their development and work

• review progress, acting on the outcomes
• invite feedback and deal positively with praise, setbacks and criticism

• evaluate experiences and learning to inform future progress

• communicate their learning in relevant ways for different audiences.

On-screen formative assessment (OxBox): see notes in TRB p12 and p14. There are colour-coded confidence buttons to prompt students to reflect on how well they have taken in the material so far. 

	Regular unit feature
	Each double-page spread (SB) clearly states the focus of the spread, so that students know what they are about to learn and can review their progress afterwards.

Labo-langue/Bien comprendre (SB, CM, WB): encourages students to think about grammar patterns. The Labo-langue quiz in each WB unit encourages reflection by asking students to explain their answers.
Bien apprendre (SB, CM) and Top tips and strategies (WB): development of learning strategies is central to reflective learning. 

Tu sais tout? (SB): offers a quick formative test in listening, speaking, reading and writing, to help students evaluate their learning in the unit.

End-of-unit Checklist (WB) and Je sais … (CM): provide opportunities for students to review what they have learned, test themselves orally on key language and reflect on areas for improvement. See also each unit’s teaching notes for the Checklist page (e.g. TRB Star p50/Plus p51): the Follow-up activity suggests that students draw up their own action plan at the end of each unit of work.

Clic podcast (SB, CM): summarises the language of the unit in the form of a podcast. Students prepare their own podcast, which enables them to consolidate and review what they have learned in the unit.

• adapt behaviour to suit different roles and situations, including leadership roles

• show fairness and consideration to others

• take responsibility, showing confidence in themselves and their contribution

• provide constructive support and feedback to others.

TRB Star pp96–97 2nd plenary: collaborative group task to produce a text about a holiday, referring to a set of criteria and a points-scoring system. Groups read out their texts to the class, who award points according to the agreed criteria.

Students are involved in producing a questionnaire to research the style preferences of the class, conducting a survey, designing the T-shirt and coming up with a slogan, presenting their design to the class, judging the other groups’ designs and providing feedback.

In terms of team work, this type of extended activity provides opportunities for students to allocate roles within their group, take responsibility for their own contribution, work together towards identified goals, and provide/respond to constructive feedback.

• organise time and resources, prioritising actions

• manage their emotions, and build and maintain relationships.

	TRB final plenary for spreads 2.2, 2.3, 2.4: students build up a mind map on the perfect tense as they work through the unit. This helps them to keep track of their own learning.
SB p35 Défi!: students research the achievements of a famous French person and write or talk about them. This type of activity helps students to develop skills in planning a piece of work and organising their time and resources.

SB p111 Bien apprendre: checklist (A, B, C) of steps to improve written work, which can be used by students as a gauge against which to evaluate their own work. Encourage them to redraft any writing they do in Unit 6 with reference to this checklist.

Effective participators

Focus: 

Young people actively engage with issues that affect them and those around them. They play a full part in the life of their school, college, workplace or wider community by taking responsible action to bring improvements for others as well as themselves.

Young people:

• discuss issues of concern, seeking resolution where needed

• present a persuasive case for action

• propose practical ways forward, breaking these down into manageable steps

• identify improvements that would benefit others as well as themselves

• try to influence others, negotiating and balancing diverse views to reach workable solutions

• act as an advocate for views and beliefs that may differ from their own.
The grid below lists examples of opportunities to build the skill of effective participation in Clic! 2 Students’ Book (SB), En Solo Workbook (WB), Copymasters (CM) and Teacher’s Resource Book (TRB). Page numbers apply to both Star and Plus unless stated otherwise. 

	Regular unit feature
	Clic vidéo (SB, CM): the video clip for each unit follows an English boy as he visits Paris with two French friends. The clips provide cultural information and encourage students to consider different attitudes and perspectives. 

Clic podcast (SB, CM): each unit’s podcast focuses on the lifestyle and perspectives of a French teenager, providing opportunities for comparison with students’ own experiences.

Lecture (SB) and Clic.fr (CM): further stimulus material on topical themes and issues of interest to teenagers. 

	Unit 1
	SB p16 ex 2a: opportunity for students to discuss environmentally friendly forms of transport. Also: a survey to establish how environmentally friendly the class is in terms of how they travel to school (Star p16 ex 3d) or a guide to environmentally friendly transport in own town/area (Plus p16 ex 4). 

SB p17: feature about the vélib’ bike-hire service in Paris provides further scope for discussion of environmentally friendly transport. TRB p32 suggests that students browse the vélib’ et moi blog set up by the Mairie de Paris.

	Unit 2
	SB Plus p34: text about the footballer Lilian Thuram refers to his anti-racism campaign – opportunity to invite discussion on politics in sport. See also SB Star p35 Défi!: students research Lilian Thuram – encourage them to focus on his achievements outside football.

SB p35 “Conversation tips”: advice on how to sustain a conversation or discussion, e.g. hesitating when you need time to think, asking questions to prompt the person you’re speaking to. Helps students to build confidence in taking part in spontaneous discussions.
SB pp36–37: opportunities to explore the experiences of ordinary French people involved in the French Resistance during the Second World War. Could prompt a discussion on the impact of more recent conflicts and other world events on the lives of ordinary people.

	Unit 3
	Many opportunities throughout Unit 3 for students to discuss foreign travel and aspects of other countries/cultures, e.g.
SB pp46–47: students share their knowledge and personal experiences of Paris.

SB pp50–51: opportunity for exchange of views on a French theme park.

SB Star p54/Plus p53 (and see also Follow-up activities on food specialities on TRB Star p97/Plus p94): opportunity to share experiences of foods from different countries and cultures.
SB Star p58/Plus pp122–123: reading material on Burkina Faso (Star, Plus) and Martinique (Plus) provides an opportunity to discuss cultural differences.
SB Star p123/Plus pp54–55: opportunity for students to exchange opinions on space exploration and space tourism.

	Unit 4
	SB p 65: information box about French teenagers wearing designer clothes at school – opportunity for students to exchange views on school uniform versus designer clothes.
SB p68: focus on three different teenage styles (goth, rapper and surfer) – opportunity for exchange of views.

SB p76: reading material about the Tecktonik style of music/dance/fashion. TRB Star p133/Plus p134 suggests viewing online video clips to prompt discussion.

SB p78: Malika’s podcast raises a number of issues of interest to teenagers: fashion, designer labels, clothes worn to school, spending all one’s pocket money on clothes (Plus), buying clothes at the supermarket because they’re cheaper (Plus) – opportunity for students to discuss topical  issues such as ethical shopping, fair trade, etc.

	SB pp82–83: collage of visuals and information on the theme of sport in France provides an opportunity for comparison with UK perspectives on sport.

SB Plus p87 Défi!/CM 58 Star (and corresponding teacher’s notes on TRB Plus p156/Star p172): opportunity to carry out a survey on sports preferences and to compare with the French survey results listed on SB p83.

SB p89 Défi! (and see corresponding teacher’s notes on TRB p159): opportunity to discuss aspects of a healthy lifestyle. 

	Unit 6
	SB pp100–101: collage of visuals and information about the Parc de Bercy. Opportunity for students to compare Bercy with what is available for young people in your area.

SB pp102–107: plenty of scope for discussion about issues of interest to teenagers: leisure preferences, pocket money and spending habits, relationships. Opportunities for students to compare their own perspectives and experiences with those of French teenagers.

SB p109 Défi!: group project to organise an international festival provides an opportunity to develop a range of PLTS – see TRB Star p193 (top left) and p194/Plus p192 (top left) and p193. In terms of effective participation, this activity provides opportunities for students to discuss aspects of the project in groups, putting forward their own ideas while respecting the views of others, and to make a meaningful contribution to a real event in the life of the school.
