Medium Term Plan

	About the Départ unit: This initial unit introduces students to the French language and the French-speaking world while raising awareness of other languages and drawing on their existing knowledge and personal experiences. By the end of the unit, students will be able to recognise and say simple greetings, introduce themselves, and distinguish between texts in French and other languages. They search for cognates and are introduced to French accents. Some basic classroom language is presented and there is a gentle initiation to French grammar, including masculine and feminine nouns and verbs (je suis, tu es).

Week 1 – En français

Awareness of foreign languages, drawing on students’ personal experiences and knowledge; the sounds and written appearance of different languages; recognising French (spoken and written); accents and other features of written French; cognates; a simple greeting in French: Bonjour!
Week 2 – Je parle français!

Nationalities, agreement of nationality adjectives; basic introductions and greetings, e.g. Salut! Je m’appelle…; je suis, tu es; oui, non; classroom language and instructions; tu and vous

	Introduction to greetings and some useful language for routine communication in class, e.g. Bonjour, C’est quelle page?, J’ai fini, Je ne comprends pas (SB p. 9).
