Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 2, Moi, j’aime! This unit focuses on everyday themes such as favourite things, likes and dislikes, pets, special occasions, dates, age and birthdays, weekend activities and friends. Grammar coverage includes: basic high-frequency present tense verbs; j’aime + infinitive; ne… pas; mon/ma/mes, ton/ta/tes, son/sa/ses. Students learn how to use bilingual dictionaries and practise pronunciation of silent letters. Additional teaching and learning includes numbers 11–31 and considers French and other international festivals, drawing in students’ personal experiences.
