Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 5, Ma famille: In this unit, students work in the context of families, including their own family and famous/imaginary families from popular TV series, and they find out about aspects of family life in France and Burkina Faso. They describe themselves and others in terms of personality and physical appearance, describe morning routines (recycling clock times from Unit 3), and talk about relationships between family members. They build an extensive descriptive vocabulary and re-apply their knowledge of adjective agreement. Work on verbs continues: students learn how to form the present tense of reflexive verbs, -ir and -re verbs, and they get to grips with some common irregular verbs. They also consider the importance of using connectives, and practise the pronunciation of è/ai.
