Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 6, On mange! This unit focuses on different aspects of food, including eating out, meals and mealtimes, recipes, healthy eating, and typical French foods. Students learn how to order/pay for food in a café/restaurant using polite language, describe ingredients and give recipe instructions, and talk about eating habits and healthy resolutions. They are introduced to the conditional (je voudrais) and the near future (aller + infinitive), focus on different ways of asking questions, get to grips with au/à l’/à la/aux and du/de l’/de la/des, and practise intonation in questions and statements. Additional teaching and learning includes quantities and numbers 70–100 and above.

Opening spread: introduction to unit themes and objectives, focusing on typical French foods and eating habits

Ordering/Paying for food in a café or restaurant, using polite forms; numbers 70–100

Week 3 – 6.3 Ma recette préférée
Recipes, quantities and ingredients; il faut + noun; il faut + infinitive; sequencers (d’abord, ensuite, etc.); numbers above 100

Week 4 – 6.4 Mange bien!
Healthy eating, eating habits and mealtimes; healthy resolutions for the future (aller + infinitive)

Week 5 – Labo-langue

Week 6 – Blog-notes, Tu sais tout?, En plus, Clic.fr, On chante!, Lecture
Reinforcement and extension of the language of the unit; review of progress via the Checklist in the Workbook/on Copymaster; revision and assessment

Use of ne… pas with the near future: Je ne vais pas manger (SB p. 109).

	Use a range of resources (glossary, grammar section, own notes, etc.) to check for mistakes in written work (WB p. 87).

	Invent and read aloud a dialogue ordering food and drink, assigning moods to the speakers, e.g. angry, sad, happy (SB p. 105 ex. 9). Invent and read aloud shopping dialogues (SB p. 106 Défi!).

	Check written work for spellings, genders, agreement, etc. (WB p. 87).
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
