	About Unit 3, Au collège: In this unit, students work in the context of school. They express opinions of school subjects and learn vocabulary for schoolbag items and school facilities. They develop their knowledge of regular -er verbs in the present tense, and are introduced to irregular verbs, focusing on avoir and être. There is also an opportunity for able students to begin using the perfect tense to explain problems and excuses. Students learn days of the week, numbers up to 60 and how to tell the time, and practise pronunciation of the é sound. There are opportunities to compare the French and British education systems, and students are given a glimpse into school life in Burkina Faso.
