Medium Term Plan

	About Unit 4, Mon coin du monde: In this unit, students learn to exchange information and opinions about weather and climate, different living environments (town, countryside, seaside, etc.), types of home, rooms in a house, and bedroom furniture. The grammar focus of the unit is adjectives, including agreement and position, and pronunciation of adjective endings. Students are also given tips on improving listening skills, and prepositions are introduced on the En plus page for the benefit of able students. There are opportunities to compare house styles in France and the UK, and students find out about features of different areas of France and Burkina Faso.
